We Don’t Finalise Trade
Deals in a Hurry: Goyal
Berlin|New Delhi: India does not do trade agree-
ments in a hurry or with a ‘gun to our head’, Com-
merce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal said on
Friday.

He said India is actively negotiating trade pacts
with countries and regions, including the European
Union (EU) and the US.

“We are in active dialogue with the EU. We are talk-
ing to the US, but we do not do deals in a hurry and we
do not do deals with deadlines or with a gun to our
head,” he said at the Berlin Global Dialogue in Ger-
many. The minister was in Berlin to participate in the
dialogue, a meeting of  leaders and German business-
es to discuss ways to boost bilateral trade and invest-
ments. He added that a trade deal should be viewed
with a long-term perspective.

India, he said, never takes decisions in a rush or in
the heat of  the moment.

Goyal added that India is looking at newer markets
to deal with the high tariffs.

Asked if  India is getting a fair trade deal that is long
term with conditions attached, Goyal said, “I do not
think India has ever decided who its friends will be
based on any other considerations other than nation-
al interest... and somebody tells me you can't be
friends with the EU, I won't accept that or somebody
tell me tomorrow, I can't work with Kenya, it's not ac-
ceptable.” The decision to buy a particular product
from a country is something that the entire world will
have to take a call on, he said.

These remarks assume significance
as the US is putting pressure on India
to stop buying crude oil from Russia. 

The US has imposed 25% tariffs on
India as a penalty for purchasing oil
from Russia. It is over and above the
25% reciprocal tariffs on Indian goods
entering American markets.
New Delhi has described
these duties as "unfair, un-
justified and unreasona-
ble”.— PTI

New Delhi: Growth in India’s
private sector eased to a five-
month low in October amid a
slowdown in the services econo-
my, even as the drag from US ta-
riffs continued to show up in new
export orders and business opti-
mism, a private survey showed
on Friday. 

The HSBC Flash India Compo-
site Output Index, which measu-
res the combined performance
of  the manufacturing and servi-
ces sectors, fell to 59.9 in October
from 61.0 in September, accor-
ding to data released by S&P Glo-
bal. The rate of  job creation was
the joint-softest since April 2024.

A reading above 50 indicates
economic expan-
sion, while below
that shows cont-
raction.

The HSBC Flash
India Manufactu-
ring PMI rose to a
two-month high of
58.4 in October
from 57.7 in Sep-
tember. The Servi-
ces PMI fell to 58.8
from 60.9.

“The HSBC Flash Manufactu-
ring PMI picked up slightly, lik-
ely on the back of  GST rate cuts
which are supporting domestic
demand and curbing cost pressu-
res,” said Pranjul Bhandari, chi-
ef  India economist at HSBC.

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New Delhi: India and the US are “ve-
ry near” to concluding their pro-
posed bilateral trade agreement
(BTA), as both sides are converging
on most issues and working on the le-
gal language of  the pact, an official
said Friday.

The two sides are finding common
ground on pending matters, the offi-
cial added, ruling out the emergence
of  any new issues for now.

“We are very near as far as the deal is
concerned. We are converging on
most of  the issues… As of  now, no ma-
jor gaps are being seen,” the official
said, adding that few differences re-
main to be resolved.

However, uncertainty about the 50%
tariffs persists. Effective August, the
US imposed 50% tariffs on India, half
of  which are penal tariffs for purchas-
ing Russian energy. India’s goods ex-
ports to the US fell 12% year-on-year in
September, while the country’s total
exports rose 6.74%.

“Talks are progressing well… we are
negotiating very positively, finding
some common ground on pending is-
sues,” the official said.

The official also noted that the trade
pact is “not a conventional free trade
agreement negotiation,” as reciproc-
al tariffs are not based on World Trade
Organization norms.

US President Donald Trump said

Wednesday that he held a telephonic
conversation with Prime Minister Na-
rendra Modi on trade.

“Just spoke to Modi today on trade.
We’re working on some great deal
with India,” he said, adding that New
Delhi “won't be buying too much oil
from Russia.”

The teams from both sides are cur-
rently engaged virtually, and the date
for the next round of  in-person talks is

yet to be scheduled.
The US team could
visit India this time.

So far, five rounds
of  trade talks have
been completed for
the BTA, with the
first tranche aimed
to be concluded by
fall. Both sides are
hopeful of  meeting
the deadline.

Last week, Indian
trade negotiators, including Com-
merce Secretary Rajesh Agrawal, vis-
ited Washington.

New Delhi: The Centre has allo-
wed central government employ-
ees to invest up to 75% of  their Na-
tional Pension System (NPS) and
Unified Pension Scheme (UPS)
contributions in equities.

The government has approved
extension of  the LC75 and BLC
investment options to central go-
vernment employees in line with
their continued demand for a bro-
ader range of  investment options
similar to those available to non-
government subscribers, the fi-
nance ministry said in a state-
ment on Friday. “These options
are designed to enhance flexibili-
ty in retirement planning and al-
low employees to manage their
retirement corpus according to
individual preferences,” it said.

Under the Life Cycle fund
(LC75), a maximum of  75% equi-
ty allocation is allowed, tapering

gradually from
the age 35 years.
In the Balanced
Life Cycle fund
(BLC), a 50%
equity alloca-
tion is allowed,
tapering from
the age 45, enab-
ling employees
to remain in-
vested in equiti-

es for a longer period if  desired
The equity allocation automati-

cally reduces with age—15% for
LC75 and 35% for BLC by age
55—ensuring protection against
large market fluctuations as reti-
rement approaches, the ministry
said. "These funds provide more
diversified choices for retire-
ment planning, reflecting emplo-
yees’ varied risk-return prefe-
rences," it said, adding that emp-
loyees can use these options to
structure their retirement sa-
vings according to their indivi-
dual risk.

The assets under management
of  the NPS and APY, which toget-
her have 90 million subscribers,
crossed ̀̀ 16 lakh crore in Septem-
ber. The NPS was launched in
2004 while the APY was introdu-
ced in 2015.
